and when he saw them , he ran to meet them from the tent door, 
and bowed himself toward the ground, And said, My Lord, if now 
I have found favour in thy sight, pass not away, I pray thee, from 
thy servant: Let a little water, I pray you, be fetched, and wash 
your feet, and rest yourselves under the tree: And I will fetch a 
morsel of bread, and comfort ye your hearts; after that ye shall 
pass on: for therefore are ye come to your servant.

Thou wentest forth for the salvation of thy people, even for 
salvation with thine anointed; thou woundedst the head out of 
the house of the wicked, - Habakkuk 3:13 
 
The Armor of Light. Putting upon God, the Word, the Logos, The 
Gospel.. 
 
“The Armor of God” putting upon God himself.  
 
Not as God. Never as a God. Not like those that declare themselves 
“God”. Those of the “Reservation”. “Word of Faith”. The Say It And 
Claim It, Said it and Claimed it…”And a False Prosperity… All Sons 
of Perdition.  
 
There is a vast difference. A vast, vast difference. 
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But what saith it? The word is nigh thee, even in thy mouth, and 
in thy heart: that is, the word of faith, which we preach; That if 
thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord Jesus, and shalt 
believe in thine heart that God hath raised him from the dead, 
thou shalt be saved. - Romans 10:7-8 
 
“And the Redeemer shall come to Zion, and unto them that turn 
from transgression in Jacob, saith the LORD. As for me, this is 
my covenant with them, saith the LORD;  
 
My spirit that is upon thee”,  
 
“and my words which I have put in thy mouth, shall not depart 
out of thy mouth, nor out of the mouth of thy seed, nor out of the 
mouth of thy seed's seed, saith the LORD, from henceforth and 
for ever.” - Isaiah 59 
 
This is the Word of Faith I preach. The Logos. The Word. Jesus 
Christ. 
 
Of Jesus Christ the Messiah. 
 
And of a promise given to me by God when I was but 19. 
 
And if thou draw out thy soul to the hungry, and satisfy the 
afflicted soul; then shall thy light rise in obscurity, and thy 
darkness be as the noonday: And the LORD shall guide thee 
continually, and satisfy thy soul in drought, and make fat thy 
bones: and thou shalt be like a watered garden, and like a spring 
of water, whose waters fail not.  And they that shall be of thee 
shall build the old waste places: thou shalt raise up the 
foundations of many generations;  
 
and thou shalt be called, The repairer of the breach, The restorer 
of paths to dwell in. - Isaiah 58:10-12 
 
“The Armor of God” putting upon God himself. The Armor of Light. 
 
“Putting on Jesus Christ”. 
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With the shield of “The Faith”. 
 
Fear ye not me? saith Jehovah: will ye not tremble at my 
presence, who have placed the sand for the bound of the sea, by 
a perpetual decree, that it cannot pass it? and though the waves 
thereof toss themselves, yet can they not prevail; though they 
roar, yet can they not pass over it. - Jeremiah 5:22 
 
And the “Great Mystery of The Ark”… and of “The Sand of The Sea”. 
I know for a great many of you, I yet  “Speak Mysteries”. Oh my 
beloved… oh beloved, when will the eyes of your understanding be 
opened, to the “Coming Storm”...oh beloved when will you awaken, 
and have eyes to see? 
 
Of a Servant, a Preacher, a Messenger, an Archer, of a Teacher, the 
Phoenix, a Horseman, a King, The Sand, and of an Ark… 
 
A Deliverer… 
 
“Delivering a Message”.. 
 
“The Message”

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And how shall they preach, except they be sent? as it is written, 
How beautiful are the feet of them that preach the gospel of 
peace, and bring glad tidings of good things!  
 

But they have not all obeyed the gospel. For Esaias saith, Lord, 
who hath believed our report?  So then faith cometh by hearing, 
and hearing by the word of God. - Romans 10:13-17 
 
Of the “Good News” of the Gospel … and of “Perfect Peace”. 
 
Now know that none of you could deliver the message. 
 
As your word that you follow is corrupt. Your corrupt. Your about as 
corrupt as it gets people. The Mystery of the Woman and the Leaven. 
The Mystery of the Empty Net. 
 
Know then the “Mystery of the Teaching and of the Fourth Watch”. 
 
I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you 
into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: Which is not 
another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert 
the gospel of Christ. But though we, or an angel from heaven, 
preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have 
preached unto you, let him be accursed. As we said before, so 
say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you 
than that ye have received, let him be accursed. 
 
For do I now persuade men, or God? or do I seek to please men? 
for if I yet pleased men, I should not be the servant of Christ. But 
I certify you, brethren, that the gospel which was preached of me 
is not after man. For I neither received it of man, neither was I 
taught it , but by the revelation of Jesus Christ. - Galatians 1:6-12 
 
And when he was demanded of the Pharisees, when the 
kingdom of God should come, he answered them and said, The 
kingdom of God cometh not with observation:

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Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the 
promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is 
of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who 
is the father of us all, 
 
(As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) 
before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the 
dead, and calleth those things which be not as though they 
were.  Who against hope believed in hope, that he might become 
the father of many nations, according to that which was spoken, 
So shall thy seed be. And being not weak in faith, he considered 
not his own body now dead, when he was about an hundred 
years old, neither yet the deadness of Sara's womb: He 
staggered not at the promise of God through unbelief; but was 
strong in faith, giving glory to God; And being fully persuaded 
that, what he had promised, he was able also to perform. And 
therefore it was imputed to him for righteousness. 
 Now it was not written for his sake alone, that it was imputed to 
him; But for us also, to whom it shall be imputed, if we believe 
on him that raised up Jesus our Lord from the dead; Who was 
delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our 
justification.—Romans 4:16-25

I know your deeds. Behold, I have put before you an open door 
which no one can shut, because you have a little power, 
 
 and have kept My word and have not denied My name. 
 
Behold, I will cause {those} of the synagogue of Satan, who say 
that they are Jews and are not, but lie-- I will make them come 
and bow down at your feet, and {make them} know that I have 
loved you. 
 
Because you have kept the word of My perseverance, I also will 
keep you from the hour of testing, that {hour} which is about to 
come upon the whole world, to test those who dwell on the 
earth. - Revelation 3:7-10 (The New American Standard)
